South Wolds Community School 
Title: GCSE Web-based Workbooks Unit 4 and 5 with Supporting Games and Activities
This project produced Web-based Workbooks that can be downloaded and used by teachers of Japanese. These and other resources for teaching Japanese are available to download on the South Wolds Japanese Website.

Imperial College London
Title: Japanese Language Programme for Students of Science, Technology and Medicine.
This project supported a beginner level Japanese class for Imperial College students to take as an elective subject. The class was a great success with the majority of students moving on to study Japanese at a higher level.

Oxford Brookes University & Faculty of Oriental Studies, University Of Oxford
Title: Tadoku (Extensive Reading) Project
This project introduced extensive reading as an approach to students of Japanese as well as the wider Japanese education community. The collection of Japanese graded reading materials used during the project is now available for other institutions to use in tadoku workshops.

King Edward VII School
Title: Kitanokai - Northern Network Meeting
This project set up regular study meetings for Japanese language teachers in the North of England who might not be able to come all the way to London for workshops or Edexcel feedback days.

University College London
Title: Voices
This project set up a workshop to introduce the idea of using e-mentoring to help Japanese language students study independently. The workshop provided information about a UCL project, 'CrossRoad2', where students at SOAS became mentors for a group of GCSE pupils in a London Secondary school. Participants can use ideas and details from the project to introduce their own e-mentoring programmes for Japanese language studies.
