Your Japanese language proficiency, content, clarity, as well as your thoughts
and opinions, will be evaluated during the interview.

interview about their chosen speech topic. Therefore, if you are selected as a finalist, you can
change your final speech title but you CANNOT change the broad topic of your speech after
